Business Tip - Tax Season: The Latest Tax Scams You Should Know About

The tax code doesn't have to change very much in order for scammers to capitalize on consumer uncertainty
and launch phishing scams. Be on the lookout in 2011 for phony emails warning you that your tax credit, tax
refund, or other tax-related treat is in dire peril unless you go to a web site and divulge all your personal information.
=, | If you're ever tempted to respond to such an email, just remember that tax codes may change, but one thing will
always, always be true: the IRS does not send out tax-related communications by email.

The newest threat: A recent scam targets taxpayers who use the Electronic Federal Tax Payment System, or EFTPS, to make federal tax
payments online. It follows a familiar format: telling victims that a payment can't or won't be processed until they provide additional
information about themselves. Don't fall for it.
